POSSIBLE USE OF BELVIOR USE:

GJ: Moondyne field and club now unable to contribute to tournament polo therefore their tournaments would need to be directed to other grounds. Would Belvoir with an initial start up and running cost of $40,000 be a valid option?

All agreed that Belvoir field not a positive option. All agreed to split  the Moondyne tournaments between private fields Greg Johnson and Peter Prendiville after telephone call mid meeting from Peter Prendiville to confirm tournament use of his ground, and negotiate the WAPA (Moondyne)  tournament matches among the four grounds available. In an email dated 23rd December 2009 Angus James asked what ruling was in place regarding the use of a -2 player in 6 goal polo.

All agreed the player in question does not hold a handicap but  entered Australia on an Italian Passport therefore he is to play off 0T (Italian handicapping starts at 0). After his first tournament as a WAPA member he will be handicapped accordingly to handicap committee discretion and benchmark guidelines.
